1 828species of invertebrates were recorded at the Rea Brook Valley during a survey carried out b
FSC Invertebrate Challenge Project volunteers and tutors during 2014.

1 The survey was carried out by 34 people, pldsrther seven people provided determinations of a
small number of speciesf-site.

1 Several species of interest and conservatiampartance were noted including four Nationally
Scarce species, sevapeciesnew to ShropshirgVC4(, and several others with less than five
existing Shropshire records.

1 An assessment of the total list of species recorded was undertaken using ISIS software. This show
that three invertebrate assemblages of note were evidaithin the Specific Assemblage/pe
(SAT). They were rich flower resource assemblage (nectar feeders), scrub edgearkn&
sapwood decaysaproxylic invertebratesgssemblagesiAssessment of the Broad Assemblage Type
(BAT) highlighted the flowing water assemblage, the grassland anl statrix, arboreal canopy,
and wood decay species as all important aspects of the site.

Introduction and Methods

During 2014 an invertebrate survey was undertaken at the Rea Brook Valley in Shrewsbury. The survey was carr
out by volunteers and tutors of the Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) Invertebrate Chaflé)g®oject, run by the Field
Studies Council (FS®psed out atreston Montford Field Centre, Montford Bridg€his was an opportunity for
participants, particularly the IC volunteers; to demonstrate the skills they had gained during the tenure of
Invertebrate Challenge which started in 2011. Many volunteers were completely new to entomology at the
beginning of the projecind so the idea was to survey a site show how far they had come on their own
entomological journeys.

The Rea Brook Valley is made up of floodplain grassland alongside the brook itself, and some areas are wooc
(particularly at Meole Brace). The survey area (see Map 1) was from the old railway line and grassland adjacent
the Cinema of Old Potts Way the north end and ran south to Meole Brace. Some areas of the site are managed by
the Town Council using grazing animals, and hay is cut from areas where grazing is not appropriate. The site gef
large amounbf usage fron local peopleparticularly dog walkers.

For ease of biological record making the site was split up into several distinct named sections as listed below al
these were given centroid grid references;

The survey methdology was mostlgarried out using sweepetting and hand searching, though a vacuum sampler
was employedy Nigel Can¢loneysettfor part of one of the final visits to the site. The site was deemed to have too
muchdisturbance bypublic usage to employosne of the more traditional methods used in an entomological survey
such as use of a Malaise Trap, water traps, pitfall trajgerception trapsetc.

Results

A total of approximatsi 3000biological records of 828pecies oR1 differentinvertebrateorderswere made by IC
volunteers and tutors during 2014 (see TableALjull list of records can be found in the Appendix of this report and
all records were sent by recorders to the various Shropshire County Recorders and onwards to the Shropshi

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Important Species

Though most species recorded were common, widespread, or would be expected to bewdhimdthe type of
habitats at the site it was nevertheless encouraging to record some species that were regionally or nationall
important as part of the survey. These are listed as follows;

1 Coleoptera:Ctesias serrdFabricius, 1792), commonly known & tcobweb beetle, is a species of beetle
native to England. The common name relates to the habit of the larva of taking trapped insects from
spiderwebs. The preferred habitat is beneath old thick bbidtionally Scarce (Notable B).

With their globularbody and long thin legs, Harvestmen are unmistakable. Unlike true spiders, the body of a
Harvestman consists of a single part rather than two. Many have very long legs and suspend their body low near tt
ground with their legs bent above them, thus formiagcapital ‘M' shape with the body at the central V of the M.
